Handbook – Club Advert and Map

We will once again be putting our Handbook together for our Little League players & their parents.  Please will  ALL  clubs ensure that the club adverts & maps they want placed in the Handbook are sent through to Jan by NO later than Wednesday 24th March. Should we receive no correspondence from you the SAME details will be placed in the 2010 handbook as was in the 2009 handbook.
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Little League Team Entries for 2010

As Jan will be setting up the leagues & running them for 2010,  please ensure that all your team requirements are sent through to her by the end of the week  (Friday 19th March).   If she does not get written confirmation of the teams you wish to enter,  this could mean you loose out for the season.  So don’t delay,  get those team entries in asap

Please note that special requests will be clearly marked in the fixtures that will be placed in the Handbooks.  A few of our clubs have overseas teams using their facilities for the World Cup and therefore will play ALL their first round games away.

The LFA’s will be sending invoices out  for the teams you have entered & all payments must be made directly to them.  

Leagues Kick Off  - 1st  and  2nd May 2010.

The first league games will be scheduled for Saturday 1st May for all our Little League U6’s – U10’s teams.  Once again our under 11’s will play early on Sunday mornings.

Special Notes for Leagues.

a) A new byelaw now allows  ALL teams to have 4 rolling substitutes.

b) Under 10’s  will remain playing 7 a side but they will not have log tables.

This means you will still play a league format but no results will be kept 

towards having league winners.   There will be NO  league winners.

c) The format for under 11’s  will remain as  11 v 11  (11 a side.)  and they

will have League Winners at the end of the Season.

d) A reminder that if you are supposed to be playing 5 v 5 on a quarter field

you cannot play 6 v 6.  The same applies to all age groups.

Should you be found to be “breaking the rules”  you will receive a fine          

from your LFA.
